To fulfil the desire expressed by Mr Abdulaziz Dudhia, the donor
family of this beautiful Laundry House, a blessing for the village
ladies, we have now planted some flower plants and dwarf trees
arounf the Washing Platform which when fully grown will look as
shown in this artist’s impression.

The Filter Plant is providing much needed clean water to the village
folk. This has helped to avoid water borne diseases like stomach
upset and diarrhoea. We have been providing 10 and 20 litre drums
for weddings and other functions at a nominal charge, but the filtered
water is given free of charge to families of the deceased for their
funerals. This is much appreciated by all.
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To put a roof over somebody’s head is an act of
human kindness. Here we have been building a
house for Ismail Bhaika of our village which is
nearing completion.

The full cost of construction is being met by the
Issa Foundation of Blackburn for which we are
very grateful to them. May Allah reward them for
this act of generosity and kindness here and in the
Akhirah.
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
